Resubmit

Author prints out 
original laser draft 

of book. 

Author submits 
pages to print shop. 

Print shop digitally photocopies 
pages 1-to-2-sided as it is to 

appear in printed and bound form. 
Print shop presents this “press 
proof” or “make ready” to the 

author for review. 

Print shop makes 
requested number of 

copies and binds. 

Author approves a 
new printout. 

If problems are found, 
author indicates specific 

problems and resubmits to 
the print shop. 

Author proofs printed 
and bound copies of 
books. Accepts print 

job. 

Process Flow for Hard Copy Printing Process 

Author proofs printout, looking 
for errors in toner distribution, 

alignment, and any other 
production problems. 

Author proofs printed and bound 
copies of books, looking for errors in 

toner distribution, alignment, 
irregular cover trimming, broken 

spines, etc. If errors in print job are 
found, resubmit.
